Approved By-Laws & Rules

To the 2005-06 NHSRA Rulebook

APPROVED BY-LAW CHANGES:

(These by-law revisions will be reaffirmed by 2/3 vote at the NHSRA Annual Meeting on July 25, 2005.)

#A – ARTICLE II – MEMBERSHIP ASSOCIATIONS, MEMBERSHIP

Page 3, Paragraph 3 a (6), Add to end of Paragraph:

(6) State/Provinces under probationary status may send contestants to National High School Finals Rodeo if State/Province rodeo passes inspection. Dates for State/Province rodeo and inspection will be mutually agreed upon by both National Association inspectors and State/Province Association. ADD: During the two-year probationary period where inspections of the finals rodeo are required, all events for that state/province will be held during the state/province finals rodeo so they may be witnessed by the national inspection team. The cutting and portions of the queen contest cannot be held earlier than the finals rodeo to facilitate the inspection process.
# B – ARTICLE IV – OFFICERS

Page 11, Paragraph 8, Add toParagraph as follows:

8. There shall be an Executive Committee of the Board of National  Directors, composed of the President, who shall serve as Chairman of the Executive Committee, Vice Presi​dent, Second Vice President, Immediate Past Presi​dent, and five (5) National Directors elected by the Board of Na​tional Directors at the annual meeting of the National Directors. Three (3) of the five (5) to be elected for a two (2) year term. This committee shall have all the power of the Board of National Directors to transact business of an emergency nature between the Board of National Directors meetings. All transactions at this meeting shall be re​ported in full at the next scheduled meeting of the Board of National Directors. The Executive Director/National Secretary shall be a non-voting member of the Ex​ecutive Committee. The position of Rodeo Coordinator ADD: for the National High School Finals Rodeo is the NHSRA's 1st Vice President ADD: and the position of Rodeo Coordinator for the National Junior High Finals Rodeo is the NHSRA’s 2nd Vice President to serve as a responsible agent between the National High School Rodeo Association and the National High School Finals Rodeo ADD: or the National Junior High Finals Rodeo, Host Committee, Stock Contractors and all other interested parties pertaining to the staging of the National High School Finals Rodeo ADD: and the National Junior High Finals Rodeo. The Rodeo Coordinators report to the Executive Committee/National Board of Directors for final approval.

#C – ARTICLE VI – MEETINGS

Page 15, Paragraphs 2 & 3, Change Paragraphs as Follows:

2. Each State/Provincial Member Association shall be enti​tled to two delegates and one National Director, which dele​gation shall be entitled to cast one (1) vote, which must be cast by the National Director, for said State/Provincial As​sociation, providing that the State/ Province is in good standing with the NHSRA. The member State/Provincial Association must certify the names of their official dele​gates to the Na​tional Secre​tary CHANGE: at least twenty (20) days before the Na​tional High School Finals Rodeo TO: within five (5) days following their State/Province Finals Rodeo and said certifications may also contain the names of alternates to serve in the absence of the dele​gates.

3. Notice of the Annual meeting of members shall be given by the National Secretary at least thirty (30) days and not more than sixty (60) days before the An​nual meet​ing and notice of any amendments to the By-Laws pro​posed by any State/Provincial Association will be included in said notice. Said notice shall also direct that the State/Provin​cial Associations must notify the National Secretary as to the names of their delegates and alter​nates CHANGE: within twenty (20) days before the Annual meeting of the National Associa​tion. TO: within five (5) days following their State/Province Finals Rodeo.
APPROVED RULE CHANGES FOR THE 2005-06 RODEO SEASON:

#1 -- General Rules for Contestants, Barrel Racing Event & Pole Bending Event

Page 22, New Paragraph 10, Renumber Remaining Paragraphs

Page 78, New Paragraph II 12, Renumber Remaining Paragraphs

Page 80, New Paragraph II 12, Renumber Remaining Paragraphs

New Paragraphs:

The contestant is allowed a running start. If the gate is centrally located, contestant must keep forward motion toward the first barrel/pole. If a side or corner gate is used, a single spin or pivot is acceptable in either direction or by the Arena Director’s approval.

#3 -- Contestant Qualifications

Page 23, Paragraph 1, Add to Paragraph as Follows:

1. Students must be in good standing; not ruled undesir​able for misconduct at school. Students must be under 20 at the first of the National High School Rodeo year ADD: (Aug. 1), and are or have been enrolled in the 9th, 10th, 11th or 12th grade the year just pre​ceding the . . . (the rest of the paragraph remains unchanged.)
#7 -- Livestock Requirements, Goat Tying

Page 44, Paragraph 1, Change Paragraph as Follows:

1. Goats shall be uniform in size ADD: and breed with a weight limit of DELETE: 50 to 70 ADD: 40 to 60 pounds per goat. ADD: Pigmy goats are not allowed to be used in the goat tying event.

#8 -- Livestock Requirements, Team Roping

Page 44, Paragraph 4, Change Paragraph as Follows:

4. During any performance, if an animal escapes the chutes or pens before it is called for by the contestants, or if an automatic barrier fails to work and the stock is brought back, that animal will be returned by the arena di​rector and the labor crew during or at the end of that per​formance in the same manner he was originally worked or brought to the pens for contesting. At least DELETE: several ADD: three (3) head of animals will be brought back together. No animal may be repenned by itself. Decisions will be made by the arena di​rector about when stock is repenned.

6. The line judge must have a tape measure in his possession in case the short end of the barrier is carried. The DELETE: tail ADD: pigtail of the barrier should not exceed 10 inches in length. A longer DELETE: tail ADD: pigtail on a barrier will often be carried when the barrier should have been broken. If the pigtail . . . (rest of paragraph remains unchanged.)

Add New Paragraph:

1. This event is open to girls only.

# 17 -- Breakaway Roping Event, Event Rules

Page 82, Paragraph III 8, Change Paragraph as Follows:

8. DELETE: If second loop falls from saddle or contestant’s hand before used, it cannot be rebuilt. ADD: Should the contestant miss with the first loop and her second loop becomes uncoiled or loose and touches the ground, she will receive a no time.

#19 -- Goat Tying Event, Scoring and Penalties

Page 86, Paragraph IV 5, Change Paragraph as Follows:

5. If the contestant's horse crosses over the rope or goat, or if the contestant's horse comes in contact with the goat or rope DELETE: at any time, a ten second penalty will be assessed to said contestant between flags. CHANGE TO: prior to the contestant signaling for time, a ten (10) second penalty will be assessed.

#20 -- Chute Dogging Event, General Rules

Page 98, Paragraph II 4, Change Paragraph as Follows:

4. The line (barrier) judge will flag the start when the animals’ nose crosses the DELETE: start ADD: score line.
#21 -- Chute Dogging Event, Event Rules

Page 99, Paragraph III. 1, New Paragraph 1, Renumber Remaining Paragraphs:

1. A left delivery chute must be used and all chute dogging runs must be made from the same chute.

#22 -- Chute Dogging Event, Event Rules

Page 99, Paragraph III. 1, Change Paragraph as Follows:

1. With steers loaded in bucking chute, dogger gets beside the steer, left hand on the left horn, right hand ADD: in front of or behind right shoulder. When dogger calls for the steer the chute gate will be opened. Dogger must keep right hand ADD: in front of or behind shoulder until the steer’s nose crosses the DELETE: start ADD: score line. If dogger moves into throwing position before steer’s nose crosses DELETE: start ADD: score line there will be a ten (10) second penalty added to time. If steer is thrown before ADD: the steer’s nose crosses the DELETE: start ADD: score line the dogger will be disqualified.

#23 -- Queen Contest Event, Qualifications

Page 91, Paragraph 1 a, New Paragraph, Renumber Remaining Paragraphs

a. This event is open to girls only.

#27 -- Queen Contest Event, Attire

Page 93, Paragraph 3 f, Change Paragraph as Follows:

f. Long sleeves, crown banners, hat and numbers are required at all times (exception swimming party, etc., and other rodeo events). Button number may be used during modeling, ADD: introductions, impromptu question, speech, personal interview and coronation portions of contest.
#28 -- Queen Contest Event, Disqualification

Page 93, Paragraph 4 d, Add to Paragraph as Follows:

d. Contestants will be automatically disqualified for the wearing of Spandex ADD: pants at any time. Note: Spandex is a stretch type of clothing with similarities to swim wear and is not felt by committee to be appropriate.
#30 -- Queen Contest Event, Rules for National High School Finals Rodeo Only

Page 94, Paragraph 8 a, Add to end of Paragraph:

a. Banners must be worn at all times, except in arena event competition. ADD: A white banner with black lettering for each state/province queen will be provided at the state’s/province’s expense. This banner is to be the only banner worn by all queen contestants during the National High School Finals Rodeo and National Queen Contest.

RULE CLARIFICATION AND HOUSEKEEPING APPROVED BY THE COMMITTEE:

All-Around Rules – Paragraphs 6 & 7 will be moved into the All-Around Section.

STATE/PROVINCE POINT SYSTEM:

Page 32 – Paragraphs 6 & 7 – This point system is the accumulative point system for the year-end. Giving points to the top 10.

STATE/PROVINCE OPTION “A” POINT SYSTEM:

Page 33 – Paragraph 1 & 2 – This point system is only given to top 6 places.

STATE/PROVINCE OPTION “B” POINT SYSTEM:

Page 34 – Paragraph 4 – This point system is only given to top 4 places.

Definitions of all-around and rookies will be the same throughout the book.

ADD: No points toward the all-around or rookies shall be allowed from the queen contest.

Clarifying the Dress Code in seating sections: The current rule states that they will be in dress code while in any seating area, whether competing or not. The committee will enforce the rule at the NHSFR this year as per the rulebook.

60 in the Cutting – it is a zero and will be recorded in the computer as a 0. Delete the words: “or the average of 60”

Add: Example: With a two judge system, a score of 60 and 61 would give the contestant a total score of 61.

Option of drawing for positions in short go at NHSFR, it is in the book in one place (Rodeo Secretary, page 37) but not in the other (Drawing Positions, page 49). This will be a housekeeping issue when the new book is printed and it will appear the same in both sections.

Moved and seconded to work on the wording of the new Wrangler Division pertaining to only one state association allowed per state. The language will be discussed with the attorney for clarification. Page 21, paragraph 2, add “if the state/province association is a member of the Wrangler Division they must hold a junior finals.”

The following rule changes were approved as ground rules for the 2005 NHSFR and/or WJHFR: #1, 7, 8, 17, 19, 21, 22, 23, 27, 28 and 30.
